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Update on Rohingya refugees
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In 2017, over 700,000 Rohingya refugees fled from Myanmar to neighbouring
2 Bangladesh because of a brutal military crackdown that killed thousands of people.
Seven years into the crisis, there are still over | million of Rohingya
refugees living in Bangladesh, with more than 520,000 of them being
children. Extreme weather events have been exacerbated in Bangladesh,
causing flooding in refugee camps, contaminating water sources, and
disrupting food supplies. Displaced children are exposed to severe risks
such as violence, exploitation, lack of educational opportunities and
health emergencies.

UNICEF supports the humanitarian response of the Panamanian government, by
providing safe spaces for displaced women and children, as well as water, hygiene
and sanitation facilities.
